It consists
of a statement in your own words (max. 500) about your village.

SIZE IS IMMATERIAL providing the total populationd  oes not exceed 5,000 (to
conform with the Calor England Village of the Year requirement): what counts most is the
quality of life . All entering villages will be visited once during the period 2-12 June, 2009.
